Service Pharmacy contractors in their areas. The Chief Officer of the Oldham,
Tameside and Glossop areas, Ian Short MRPharmS, kindly added a discussion item
regarding “Message-In-A-Bottle” to the agenda for the January North West Region
LPC meeting. 

I am pleased to inform you that it was agreed by the LPC Chairs and Chief
Officers at that Meeting that Community Pharmacies in the North West SHOULD BE
INVOLVED in our project.

I am well aware that thanks to Lions, already many Pharmacies in our District
promote and display “Message-In-A-Bottle” for us, but obviously, for those not yet tak-
ing part, it will be a decision for each individual pharmacy as to whether they become
involved and put a Display Box of Bottles in their Pharmacy, as the LPC comment is a
recommendation by the Members present, and NOT an instruction. (Please note that
if the Pharmacy belongs to a group, it will probably be a Head Office decision to offer
display space, and not that of the local Manager.)

If your Club is not already working in partnership with your local Pharmacies,
this could well be an opportunity for discussion. Please see below a “copy and paste”
of Ian Short’s confirmation e-mail to me that can be shown to your local pharmacy
manager as it may be of assistance.

This scheme is not available to Clubs in the Merseyside areas at the moment,
but the North West Region covers Greater Manchester plus Lancashire and Cumbria.
