ARE YOU DEAF OR
HARD OF HEARING?

I AM not going to try to explain what deafness is all about. I'm quite sure
that every one of you knows only too well. As your District Officer for
Speech and Hearing it is my job to try to get Clubs interested in their
Communities for the Deaf.

Most towns and cities have a Deaf Institute or Deaf Club and these
are usually run by deaf people for the benefit of other deaf people and
their relatives and friends. These Clubs offer their Members the usual
Club activities, eg. Darts, Pool, Cards, etc. and they also offer Dances,
Bingo, and Artistes, and a place where deaf people can have conversa-
tions with like minded people, and sit and have a drink. They are basi-
cally just like a Working Men’s Club.

Towns also have Clubs for Deaf Children. The most common is the
NDCS. (National Deaf Children’s Society). These were formed to edu-
cate Families with deaf children as to what is available re Deaf
Appliances such as Hearing Aids, Phonic Ears, Loop Systems in halls
and schools and what new devices were coming on the market. They
also offer Families days out to funfairs and theme parks etc.

Profoundly deaf people invariably lip read, and these days the NDCS
and the RNID (Royal National Institute for the Deaf), who are now called
Action on Hearing Loss, advocate lip reading, but they still rely on
Signing.

Each Club will have received a card with the Signing Alphabet on it,
and it would be great if ONE Member of each Club would take the time
to learn it. It's not difficult. | was sat in a Club trying to listen to the artiste
and sat next to me was a gentleman who was deaf and without speech
and he insisted on teaching me the alphabet and he did in 15 minutes.

Another side of the deaf is the Hearing Dogs for the Deaf. They are
similar to Guide Dogs for the Blind, but these dogs don'’t lead their own-
ers anywhere. Imagine if you can, being stone deaf and the door bell
rings, or the telephone rings. You can't answer either because you
haven't heard the ringing noise. Hearing Dogs for the Deaf are trained
to let their owners know when the door bell rings, or the telephone rings
or anything else that happens in the home that deaf people cannot hear.

To Sponsor a dog from beginning to the end will cost £5,000. This |
believe is beyond the means of any of our Clubs, but, if a Club was to
sponsor the food to feed a puppy for the 18 months it takes to train the
dogs, then it will cost the princely sum of £3 per month, that's a total
donation of £54.

This is a more acceptable donation which I'm sure you will agree is
well worth considering by your Welfare Committees. If your Club agrees
to sponsor a puppy'’s food for the 18 months, will you please contact me
and | will send you a Sponsorship Form.
